Untitled Il von 2010 ist eine von drei Motoren angetriebene Klangskulptur, die im Rahmen einer
Performance auch manuell als Instrument gespielt werden kann. Sie besteht aus unterschiedlich grof3en
Plexiglaszylindern, deren vorderes Ende mit einer Membran verschlossen ist, von der aus jeweils ein Nylonfaden
zu einer mit Kolophonium als Gleitmittel bestrichenen Winde fuhrt. Die Drehungen der Winde verursachen
arbitrére Veranderungen der Fadenspannung, die sich als Gerausche im Klangkérper der Zylinder
niederschlagen. Das akustische Erlebnis ist unmittelbar verknlipft mit der visuellen Prasenz des Objektes als
Skulptur.

Untitled Il from 2010 is a sound sculpture powered by three motors that can also be played manually as
an instrument during a performance. It is comprised of different sized plexiglass cylinders closed at one end by a
membrane with a nylon thread leading from each to a winch coated with resin. The turns of the winch create
arbitrary changes in the tension of the thread, resulting as sounds in the body of the cylinder. The acoustic
experience is immediately connected with the visual presence of the object as sculpture. MW

precise playing of the instrument. This notation is included in the installation as a sculptural element in the form of
a template, likewise out of transparent acrylic glass, thus highlighting the fusion of performative and visual arts in
Marianthi Papalexandri-Alexandri’'s work. MW
